
Downloading OverDrive eAudio Books:

Overdrive eAudio books may be downloaded, played, burned to CD, or transferred to a portable
listening device (such as an mp3 player).  However, you may only use OverDrive books on your

home computer because they require installation and use of the Overdrive’s eAudio Book Software
(called OverDrive Media Console).  Instructions for locating and downloading the software are

given later on in this handout.

You can tell an eAudio book is an OverDrive eAudio book when viewing the in-depth information
on an item because the system details should say it requires the OverDrive Media Console.

To download one, click where it says Click here for downloadable audio book.

This will bring up information on the book.  If the item is currently checked out, it will tell you so.  

You may then place a hold on it
by clicking on that link, typing in
your library card number, and then
providing an e-mail address by
which you may be contacted when
the item is available for checkout.

If the item is NOT checked out, you may add it to your eAudio Cart by clicking this link.

You may then choose to continue
browsing for up to 60 minutes or
to proceed directly to the
checkout.
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If you have never downloaded an Overdrive eAudio Book before, you will need to
download and install Overdrive’s eAudio Book Software and you may need to
download or update your Windows Media Player.  

To do this, scroll down the page until you see the words eAudio Book Software appear
in the left sidebar, and then click on the blue button labeled OverDrive Media Console
v2.1.  

This will take you to a page with instructions and links to download and install the
software.  Please read the entire page carefully, as it contains information on
downloading the Media Console and Windows Media Player as well as performing the
Windows Media Player Security Update, necessary to play protected files.

When you are ready to download your selected eAudio books, click on My eAudio Cart in the left
sidebar.

Then click on Proceed to checkout.

If you have yet to log in to the site, Overdrive will ask for your library card number
now.  Type it in the box and click on Login.

Overdrive will ask you to confirm your checkout.  Click Confirm check out.

The book now becomes available for download.  Make sure you have installed the OverDrive
Media Console and Windows Media Player and done your Windows Media Player security update,
then click the button that says Download beneath the picture of the book you wanted.
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The Overdrive Media Console opens up and asks where to save the file.  Make sure you note where
you save it!  If you don’t like where it is suggesting, you may click on Browse and choose another
location instead.  When satisfied with the folder, click OK.

NOTE:   If at this point you receive an error message that your Windows Media
Player’s security needs an upgrade in order to get the license, do not panic.  

Click OK to get out of the error message, and Cancel the Get Media window.  

Then go to http://carnegie.lib.overdrive.com/Help-Reader-Format25.htm and scroll
down to the “Instructions for performing the Windows Media Player Security
Upgrade.”  Read through them for your version of Windows Media Player and follow
those instructions. 

When done, you can click on eAudio Account on the sidebar to see books you have
checked out and attempt to download again.

Click Download. 

Next should appear an option to download certain parts of the work:

Make sure they are all checked 
(click Check All if they are not) 
and then click OK.
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It will begin downloading:

It will tell you what part it is working on downloading as it goes.

When it stops downloading, you may then choose whether to listen to the eAudio book, burn it to
CD, or transfer it to a portable listening device such as an mp3 player.
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
