Playing, Transferring, and Burning OverDrive eAudio Books

Before you attempt to play your eAudio book, trangfto a portable listening device, or burn it to
a CD, please make sure that you have the Overtitedia Console and Windows Media Player
version 9.0 or above installed on your computer.

If you do not have the Overdrive Media Console, gan go to
http://carnegie.lib.overdrive.com/Help-Reader-Fot2ta htmto download it. If you need Windows
Media Player, please see http://www.microsoft.camdaws/windowsmedia to download the

necessary software.

To play an OverDrive eAudio book on your computer:

There are two options for listening to an OverD%udio book on your computer.

First, you may find the downloaded eAudio book &led double click on the part of your choice to
open it with Windows Media Player. Windows Mediayr should open and the eAudio book will
begin playing.

Second, you may open up the OverDrive Media Constitk on the name of the book you wish to
listen to, and then click on Play. A new windowlwpen and the title will begin playing.
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To transfer an OverDrive eAudio book to a portablelistening device:

Click on the name of the book you wish to transé&d then click the Transfer button in your
OverDrive Media Console.
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This should open up the OverDrive transfer wizardich will give you step by step instructions on
transferring your eAudio book.
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Follow the instructions the transfer wizard givesiyand when the wizard tells you to click Finish,
you should have successfully transferred your edbdiok over to your portable listening device.

To burn an OverDrive eAudio book to a CD-R or CD-RW

Click on the title you wish to burn, then click tre Burn button in your OverDrive Media Console.
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This will open Windows Media Player for you to uséburn the eAudio book to CD.

NOTE: The following instructions were created gsWindows Media Player version 11.0. If you
are using an older version, you may find some vamain how this works.

Windows Media Player may begin playing the eAudiolowhen it opens. Feel free to pause the
player if it makes you nervous.

This is the play/pause button.



First, we need to make sure you have the corré¢titge to burn the CD.

Point to the word Burn at the top (but don't cljclkhtil a little arrow appears under the word, then
click on it. Make sure that there is a circle niexAudio CD. If not, click on the words Audio CD.
Make sure that there is a check mark next to Ejsat After Burning—if not, click on that to put
the check mark there. Once that is done, you shoave the basic settings needed to get the CDs
burned following these instructions.

Next, click the Burn button (right on top of the mddurn, not on the little arrow this time). This
should open up the Burn pane.
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Insert a blank CD-R or CD-RW into your CD burner.

In your left sidebar, click on Now Playing. Thisoalld bring up the various parts of the eAudio
book in the center pane.
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Now you can begin clicking and dragging each paerr @o the burn list.



As you do so, watch how the CD in the top righlistgbu how much time you have left on that disk.
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Click and drag all the sections over into the Bust to see how many disks this will take. In my
example below, this eAudio book will take 6 disksburn. Make sure you have enough disks
before you start or only burn a few parts at a time
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You can remove parts from the Burn List by pointiaghe name of that part in the Burn List pane,
right clicking on it, and choosing Remove from List

When you are ready to begin burning, click StamBu____~~




Windows Media Player will begin burning the didk.will go through several stages, such as
analyzing, preparing, writing to disc, burning, dmalizing. The last 5% will sometimes seem to
take longer than usual—this is normal.

When finished burning the first disk, Windows Me@iayer will eject the CD it has just finished
burning and the parts that were on that disk valldndisappeared from the Burn List:
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Remove the burned CD, label it so you can tell WieAudio book and parts it contains, and put a
new blank CD-R or CD-RW into the CD burner. Clitart Burn again.

Repeat until all parts you want to burn have baenttto CD.
